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PROSPERITY SCRIPTURES

There are those that believe they are being humble by being poor. Others believe that somehow God gets glory by their lack. The Word tells us what gives God glory. In Romans 4:20, talking about Abraham, it says, "He staggered not at the promise of God through unbelief; but WAS STRONG IN FAITH, GIVING GLORY TO GOD." If you want to give glory to God do as Abraham did . . . . be strong in faith — believe God's promises.

Jesus Christ IS risen and alive and on the right hand of the Father . . . . Jesus Christ IS the same forever (Hebrews 13:8).

ALL of the promises of God in (Jesus) ARE YES and amen (2 Corinthians 1:20) . . . . God, the Father will NOT violate His covenant (Psalms 89:34) . . . . His Word IS forever settled in heaven . . . . His faithfulness continues THROUGHOUT ALL GENERATIONS (Psalms 119:89,90 NAS) .... His words will NOT pass away 

(Mark 13:31) The Word of our God stands FOREVER (Isaiah 40:8).

The Lord is my shepherd. sr want. (Psalms 23:1 KJV).  They who seek the Lord shall not be in want of any good thing (Psalms 34:10 NAS). The NAS translation of Psalms 35:27 says, The Lord delights in the prosperity of His servant.  Beloved, I pray that in all respects you may prosper and be in good health, just as your soul prospers. (3 John 2 NAS).  If these were the only verses of scripture we had concerning how God feels about our prosperity it would be enough. There are, however, dozens more . . . .like John 10:10, Jesus said, I am come that they might have life, and that they might have it more abundantly.  It seems to me that logic alone would tell us that it is God's will for us to prosper and be healthy.

Ask yourself these questions:   Will God violate His own Word?

Will God break His covenant with us?   The answers to these questions are, of course, no.

Is poverty good or bad? Of course it's bad. Is prosperity, in nine with the Word of God, good or bad? Of course it it good. Can God sin? OF COURSE NOT.   Well, if prosperity in line with the Word of God is good — and it is — and James 4:17 says, "Therefore to him that knoweth to do good, and doeth it not, to him it is sin. then we would be unconsciously trying to put God in an area of sin to believe that He does not want us to prosper.

EVERY born-again believer has an EVERLASTING covenant with God (Hebrews 13:20). This is but a partial list of the promises contained in our covenant with  Almighty God, our Father, which He will not break.

In order to obtain anything from God, we must ask in faith - HEBREWS 11:6  To raise our level of faith to obtain, it is important to know that God Is love — I John 4:8 and 4:16 and that He is a giving God — John 3:16 and Romans 8:32   The initial verses of scripture will help you understand the character of God.

NUMBERS 23:19

God is not a man, that He should lie, nor a son of man, that He should repent; Has He said, and will He not do It? Or has He spoken, and will He not make It god?

JOSHUA 1:5

It is advisable to read these verses from the beginning of the book to the end each time you read it. The verses will be more meaningful, have better continuity and will give you a better understanding of your covenant rights.

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Prayer Format

Prayer Leader:  Introduce everyone or recognize those on prayerline

1. Determine the order of members to pray that night, alpha order, etc.  Then start by stating the order, time for each to pray, more or less, and format, at end we take prayer requests.

2. 30 mins of prayer – Example: if 6 people on line, only 5 mins per subject matter more or less. Leader decides best way to go with number of people on line.  Point is 30 mins of prayer is the schedule and after that, we prayer for prayer requests and each other, as time permits. Total prayer time is one hour or you can get off after 30 mins depending on your schedule

Prayer Begins:

Lift up each time:  Pray for everyone on the the prayer teams, their family members and extended family members, Those In our cell phone directories and their family members, Those In social networks and all their family members and our church members.

Ask for forgiveness: for all of those we are praying for, we stand in the gap for them on their behalf and ask God to forgive them of all their sins against themselves, God or others and we release forgiveness towards those that have offenses with us.  

Remind the Lord of His word, 1kings 8:56 – There hath not failed one good word of all his good promises.   1 Peter 1: 25 But the word of the Lord endures forever. 





Five Topics to cover in 30 mins of prayer



1. Protection



James 1:5

5 If any of you lack wisdom, let him ask of God, that giveth to all men liberally, and unabraided not; and it shall be given him.
